We have been asked by 

Hertfordshire County Council 
School’s Transport division 

to remind parents that the 
school coaches are only pro-

vided for children who are 
designated as eligible by 

Hertfordshire County Coun-
cil. No other children are 

allowed to travel on the 
school coaches.  

 
We have been informed that 

children who travel by 
school coach are sometimes 

accompanied by friends who 
are not entitled to travel on 

these coaches. As this is 

contrary to Hertfordshire 
County Council policy, the  

drivers will no longer allow 
this practice to continue.  

 
Therefore, in the event of a 

child who is not eligible for 
school transport needing to 

go home with a child who is 
eligible, parents should 

make alternative travel ar-
rangements for both chil-

dren.
